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There have been no petitions for
special permits during the last
guarter. During the quarter we
continued to accelerate replace-
ment of seawall caps. Mangrove
trimming and dredging along the
perimeter canal were completed.
Unfortunately the heavy rains dur-
ing the first weekend of Decem-
ber, coupled with a very low tide,
caused 300 feet of seawall failure
in BSI. Replacement of these walls
will take approximately one third
of our seawall budget for this year.
