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As reported last quarter, the City
completed a fairly extensive dredg-
ing of the perimeter canal at our
request. | have not heard of any
reports from citizens concerning
problems in this area since it was
completed. Of course this is sum-
mer when tides are better. Please
give me feedback as you travel
along Macedonia and San Mas-
simo so we can judge the timing
of the next dredging.

FWC requires us to place the
spoils from dredging in identified
“deep holes” (15 to 18 feet)
within our neighborhood. This
was a requirement for their grant-
ing our multi-year dredging per-
mit. A neighbor brought up a
good point during the dredging,
i.e., the contractor was dumping
the spills in the same location
every time. The reason was that
the next closest location was
about a 40-minute round trip
making it more costly. Although
the contractor is permitted to do
this, the City will request them to
spread it around to other locations
in the future.

The following is a brief recap of
the activity of the Punta Gorda
Police Marine Patrol during the

two-month period ending May 31
for all Punta Gorda waterways
(June report not received yet):

As you can see, this was a very ac-
tive two months. No marine thefts
were reported during this period.

The City Council has accepted the
recommendations of PGl and BSI
CACs that the methodology for
assessing annual fees not be
changed for single-family lots.
